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Introduction
This publication provides a breakdown of the constituents and weightings of the FTSE All -Share Index as at the
close of the last day of each month, irrespective of whether or not it is a trading day. Included are s ector

weightings for the FTSE All-Share and calculated weightings for all the size indices, and the individual
companies within each index by sector.

Returns data for both stocks and indices are provided over a one, three and 12 month time horizon. Perfor mance
data is provided on an absolute capital return basis, and stock data is calculated relative to both its sector and
the All -Share Index. Weightings are based on the free float adjusted market capitalisation of each company.

Following the stock weighti ngs section are the stocks ranked within their respective size segment index: FTSE
100, FTSE 250 and FTSE SmallCap Indices by free float adjusted market capitalisation.

The last section of the publication contains technical updates, index news and some use ful information
regarding free float and index rules.

The FTSE All-Share Constituents & Weightings data is available in Excel spreadsheet format, usually at the start

of the month by e -mail. The spreadsheets contain the sector weightings, sto ck weightings by sector and
rankings by weighting within the size indices.

Note on market capitalisations and rankings
As from 18 June 2001 the market capitalisations of all stocks within the FTSE All -Share have been fully free float
adjusted. All weightings data now uses the free float adjusted market capitalisation.

The Industry Classification Benchmark (ICB)
From 2 January 2006, FTSE has been classifying all the stocks with in their indices using the Industry
Classification Benchmark (ICB). A detailed note on the ICB is contained at the back of this publication.

From M arch 2008, a new version of the ICB came into existence promoting REITs to a Supersector, adding in
Alternative Energy and Alternative Electricity an d some other small changes. From 1 December 2009 ICB2 has
been adopted and published as the new classificat ion system .
